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Mwin lé India

AIM for Seva was involved in Covid-19 service work across India during the various pandemic waves in 2020 and 2021. In
the course of the last two years, we have served over one lakh people from economically and socially disadvantaged
backgrounds. These included the Chatralayam students and their families, villagers living in close proximity to our
project locations, boatmen, temple priests, frontline workers, Covid-19 patients, sanitation workers, daily wage
labourers, homeless and other poor and needy people and families. Our Covid-19 seva work covered the states of
Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Maharashtra, Telangana, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, Kerala and
Tamil Nadu.

Undertaking this Covid-19 seva work was only possible due to the coming onboard of like-minded donors. In this context,
the launch of the fund relief action - MWIN LE INDIA (MLI) by the Tamil Federation of Reunion Island (FAGRHCTR) and
Seva International and joining of hands with AIM for Seva proved very invaluable.

About AIM for Seva

Founded by Pujya Swami Dayananda Saraswati in 2000, AIM for Seva aims to “To transform society through a
network of seva, of caring, to bridge the urban-rural divide, empowering every person to contribute to the progress
of the nation.”

Our organisation's guiding principle derives from the fact that there is not adequate dialogue or connection
between people in the urban areas with those living in the villages, hills, forests and tribal regions in our country.
AIM for Seva's work lies in creating institutions that will help bridge this gap.

In line with this larger vision, we instituted our flagship project: Chatralayams or free student hostels, with the aim
of enabling children from impoverished rural and tribal areas to have the same advantages as children of means.

Following that, over the last 20 years, AIM for Seva has set up a wide range projects that address several social
issues. Today, AIM for Seva is running 133 projects, through which we have positively impacted over 20 million

people.

CHATRALAYAMS

Through its Chatrayalams (Free Student
Hostels), AIM for Seva enables formal education,
responsible living, modest lifestyle, healthy and
nutritious food, uniforms, after-school coaching
and activities to enable the students to tap into
their innate potential and channel it effectively.

The first Chatralayam was set up in 2001 in
Anaikatti, Tamil Nadu, and began with an
enrollment of 32 boys. Today, we have 101
Chatralayams with 4,000 students living and
studying in them.

HEALTHCARE

AlIM for Seva has instituted six healthcare
facilities across the states of Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar, Gujarat and Tamil Nadu.

COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT

AIM for Seva runs two vocational training centres
in Tamil Nadu, three tailoring centres and one
non-formal education centre in Uttarakhand.

These institutions help to equip the women with
vocational skills and basic computer literacy, and
help them on the road to progress.

EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

AIM for Seva has built schools in rural parts of
India (four schools and a college in Tamil Nadu
and two schools in Madhya Pradesh).
Each of these institutions is equipped with
requisite infrastructural facilities, classrooms
that feature modern teaching tools and well-
equipped laboratories.

SUPPORT FOR PEOPLE WITH
DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES

Swami Dayananda Krupa Care, inaugurated in
2010; (located near Chennai) is a residential
facility that caters to adults (men) with
developmental disabilities.

The AIM for Seva Shanmuga Society
(inaugurated in 2002; located in Hyderabad)
works with children with developmental
disabilities.

SUSTAINABLE LIVING

The core activities across our projects for
sustainable development include conserving
and cultivating heritage rice varieties, medicinal
plants, vegetable crops and native trees, using
only natural farming methods, encouraging
seed sharing, and providing training
programmes.
